• Review  the SAMP boundaries and 

goals for potential revision 
• Develop the objectives and policies 

for each zone 
• Draft SAMP chapters for public 

review and comment 
• Identify unknowns and uncertainties 

and conduct additional research for 
SAMP as funding allows 

• Draft burdens of proof for permit 
applicants (e.g. site specific 
research, construction standards

• Define the SAMP’s boundaries, 

goals and principles 
• Design the process for stakeholder 

and public involvement 
• Identify the stakeholders and their 

interests in participating in the 
SAMP 

• Identify Ocean SAMP issues, 
concerns and opportunities from 
the stakeholders and researchers’ 
perspective 

• Prepare background/technical 
papers and initial maps of 
ecosystem features and uses 

• Prepare draft ecosystem and use 
zone maps 

Step 3: Formal Adoption  
May 2010 – July 2010 
 
 
• Formal hearings and reviews of the 

draft SAMP 
• Adoption of the SAMP by CRMC 
• Submit to federal agencies for
